Chair Sloan called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.  

Approval of Minutes

The Committee reviewed the minutes of the January 20, 2008.

Motion:  Moved by Corey Cook and seconded by John Greibling to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2009 meeting as presented.  Motion passed.

2009 Spring Training Planning

The Committee discussed menu options and agreed on lasagna for the first day and the croissant for the second day.  Coffee service and continental breakfast choices will remain the same as the previous year.

Corey Cook and John Griebling reported that Gary Lee and Tom McGowan were confirmed for the “Basic Inspections” segment.  They explained that the focus would be on start-up programs rather than the larger companies that have longstanding programs.  There would be a general set of overview questions, facilitated by OSMOSE.  Dawna Farrell will contact Dave Barks to request his participation on the panel.
