Call to Order

Chair Sloan called the meeting to order at 10:02 a.m.  

Approval of Minutes

The Committee reviewed the minutes of the January 20, 2008.

2009 Spring Training Planning

Corey Cook reviewed the Inspection Panelist Questions and outlined the program (EXHIBIT A) and reported that the facilitator will have a list of questions.  She asked if it would it be advantageous for the panelists to have questions in advance. Committee members agreed that participants should have questions in advance.  Corey asked if there were additional questions that should be included, which lead to a discussion about whether or not all companies have comprehensive NESC programs. Staff distributed copies of the menus for review by the Committee and confirmed that Allen Clapps’ audio-visual needs were being met.  Chair Sloan offered to email a copy of the Oregon Administrative Rules to Allen. 
For the second day, the Committee asked that three wireless microphones be available for audience participation and two stationary microphones at the panel table.

The Committee asked that a second notice be sent out with the link to the registration form.
