Treasurer Richard Gray reviewed the financial reports, recapping the ending

balance of $39,000 for 2008 and noting that the 2009 budget had been forwarded to the Board for approval.  Staff noted that Gary Lee and Mark Beaudry asked to be recorded as voting in favor of the revised budget.  

Treasurer Gray reviewed a letter from WAMU indicating that Association CDs were maturing and would roll over unless other action was requested.   He suggested allowing the current CDs to roll over and purchase two additional short-term (six-month) CDs in March or April.  Chair Lee asked that a review of the financial policies be placed on the agenda for February.

Conflict Resolution   The Committee had met the previous week to review and make recommendations on possible procedural changes.  It was reported that the PUC had approached the Committee about resolving a current conflict. The Executive Committee noted that formation of the OJUA as a quasi-governmental entity had been raised.  Mark Beaudry agreed to discuss the issue with PUC staff and place it on the Board’s agenda.
Publicity and Education   Stuart Sloan reported that there the Committee had not recently met but was scheduled to meet the following Tuesday.  Contracts with the speaker and the facility had been signed.
