and posted a clear representation of the Standards Manual.  Work was continuing on the code reference cards.  On the climbing space issue, he indicated that PGE had agreed to submit inquiry to Ieee, which the OPUC staff has agreed to adhere to.  
Conflict Resolution    Staff agreed to contact OJUA President Beaudry for a report on the meeting with PUC staff on May 14 and email the report.
Publicity and Education   Chair Sloan reported that the Committee continued to work on the Annual Meeting.  Target attendance is 120 or more.  
Chair Sloan reported that he had made contact with instructor Chris Brooks, S&E Engineering, Georgia, for the 2010 Spring Training program. He added that he would like to identify one more presenter to create the pool of instructors required by the Strategic Plan. 

The evaluations have been compiled and Allan Clap had been well received, generally, although there were some negative comments.  After Brooks in 2010, Chair Sloan indicated it would likely cycle back to David Marne.

Richard Gray asked how we change up the program to make it more marketable.  There was discussion regarding future program and speakers, including use of OJUA members.
Chair Sloan reviewed the Annual Meeting preliminary agenda.  
Committee members agreed to ask President Beaudry to approach OPUC staff ( J.R.) for the Commission’s assistance in enforcing a duty to report company changes such as sales, mergers & acquisitions.  
Legislative Committee   Chair Gray reported that there had been no meetings.  The Committee discussed working more actively toward identifying and working with a PUC liaison.
