Treasurer’s
Treasurer Gray reviewed the current OJUA financial documents along with

Policy #110.  The Committee discussed the definition of “cash reserve” and whether that definition included CDs.  Following some discussion, Committee members were of the opinion that they were operating within the intent of the policy. Staff agreed to contact the Association’s accounting firm in an effort to determine if there was a standard definition of “cash reserve”.


Treasurer Gray questioned if all membership invoices had indeed been paid.  Staff clarified that all membership dues that were expected to be paid had been paid.

Standards Committee   Chair Lee reported that the Committee had cancelled  
Updates
the June meeting and would meet immediately following today’s Executive Committee.  He announced that he would step down as Chair following today’s meeting and reported that Tamara Johnson would likely move up as Chair.  Committee members acknowledged his accomplishments and asked that he continue to be a liaison to the Standards Committee.  Chair Lee was also asked to transmit suggested topics for and work products.  Topics discussed included the map overlay, grandfathering, climbing space and the field reference card, with emphasis on issues that would attract and retain membership and heighten the Association’s visibility.

Committee members discussed the distribution of the Association work load and the need for succession planning. Stuart Sloan mentioned that there were similar issues in the P&E Committee, although it was currently his intent to continue as Chair.
Conflict Resolution    The Committee has not met, but President Beaudry reported that he and John Sullivan had met with the PUC.  The meeting had focused on the OJUA becoming a quasi-public agency. Rick Carter, OPUC staff, had created a diagram depicting how such an agency might be structured in relationship to the PUC (EXHIBT A). 

Chair Lee strongly recommended that the Association pursue suggested revisions to the Conflict Resolution process.  The process needs to be streamlined and clarified.
Publicity and Education   Chair Sloan reported that participation continued to be an issue.  He reported that his intent was to place more emphasis on the “publicity” portion of P&E to promote the OJUA.  He demonstrated place- ment of the new OJUA logo on a coffee mug and indicated that an order would be ready in time for the Annual Meeting.  Items that would be used on a daily basis and visibly promoted the OJUA were emphasized.
He also reviewed the draft Annual Meeting Program, indicating that Commissioner Ray Baum would be asked to speak in the same time slot with Commissioner Lee Beyer.  Additionally, he asked staff to convey to J.R. Gonzalez a request to cover topics including:

· Duty to report mergers, sales, acquisitions, etc.;

· Expectations for audit reports for the five year review;

· Support for OJUA’s training program;
· Other issues as deemed appropriate.

A sponsor logo screensaver will be projected electronically as was done with the Spring Training event.  

Chair Sloan discussed correspondence from the keynote speaker and asked for input from Executive Committee members regarding emphasis leadership versus effective communicator. Committee members questioned whether a combination or hybrid of the two was possible, since it is not possible to be an effective leader without effective communication.
Committee members agreed that the Executive Committee would attempt to meet on Wednesday evening, October 14, in conjunction with the Annual Meeting.  The Board will also meet early Friday afternoon for the purpose of electing officers and addressing any other issues as needed.
Legislative Committee   Chair Gray reported that there had been no meetings.   The legislature has adjourned and bill tracking reports have been forwarded. 
Prioritization of Repairs   Committee members discussed  that while the group had been disbanded, there was still need for direction and clarification from the PUC regarding inspection/correction compliance expectations.
