Approval of Minutes

The minutes of July 21, 2010 meeting were approved as presented.    
Pole Attachment Requests
The Committee reviewed the survey responses (EXHIBIT A).   John Wallace offered that it may be time to offer additional training in NJUNS since there had been a number of changes to the program.  Chair Johnson asked the Committee to focus on the scope of work and who the customer should be.   John Wallace stated that the process should be easy to use and compatible with NJUNS.  He provided copies of OAR 860-028-0100, Application Process for New or Modified Attachments.

Dave Chaney noted that there needs to be common denominators that work for everyone but the entire NJUNS program will not work perfectly for everyone because of certain variables.  This is always a challenge when there is a hard coded system.  He provided some history on Pole Track, which is very configurable.  Now working on a beta rebuild on NJUNS pole owner by pole owner and state by state, pole owners will have more flexibility in the configuration, based on the NJUNS baseline.  He added that this would be an excellent opportunity to interface Oregon’s preferences with NJUNS.  Dave agreed to find out who was participating with the beta testing and suggested that the Standards Committee work with the NJUNS Board regarding what components should be in  Request Demonstration at next meeting or at WEI.  Committee members agreed it would be beneficial to work with Patti Lama and Tami Katzmarek, both who serve on the NJUNS Board.
Jim McGuire suggested that the Committee come to consensus on what they would like the form to look like.   All agreed it should be a one pager.  In response to a question from Scott Wheeler, Dave clarified that configurability will be available but not necessarily pole owner by pole owner.  
Chair Johnson concluded that the Committee was of the mind to invite Tami and Patti to attend a Standards meeting or set up a conference with Roy Beavers, either during or after WEI.  Staff was asked to contact Tami and Patti inviting them to attend the next meeting. 
Dave noted a disconnect between the NJUNS regional group and the OJUA.  Chair Johnson suggested that the Committee appoint liaison to the NJUNS group to attend the meeting and keep them apprised of the Committee activities.  Dave Barks volunteered to attend.  Gary Payne noted that there would be a NJUNS roundtable at WEI.
New Business
Access to Meter Bases   Dave Barks discussed an ongoing issue with blocked access to meter bases; that is, being unable to open up the meter for routine maintenance due to the grounding connection bracket installed by communication companies. He asked if other entities were having the same problem.  Committee members noted that most were not closely involved in the process to offer comment.  John Wallace noted that companies should not inhibit access. 
Street Light Placement   Scott Wheeler cities are setting street lights too close to facilities and whether pole owners identify those situations as violations.  Signage is also a problem.  The Committee agreed to bring the issue before Thursday’s Board meeting.  
Mapping   Chair Johnson asked if there were any updates relating to mapping.  David Chaney replied that he would like to have more data.
