Approval of Minutes

Motion:  Moved by Gary Payne and seconded by Dave Barks to approve the minutes of the September 19 meeting as amended to reflect that the Committee would recommend the concept of the fire hydrant letter to the Executive Committee as a possible standard of the OJUA.  Motion passed.  

Committee Focus   

OJUA Vice Chair Tom McGowan reported that the Executive Committee was interested in maintaining close contact with each committee, including Standards, to ensure that committees focus their energy on matters that the Executive Committee supports and as reflected in the Strategic Plan.  

Selection of Committee Chair

By consensus, the Committee agreed to recommend that Gary Payne be selected by the Board to Chair the Standards Committee.

Priority Issues
The Committee reviewed and discussed the list of priorities as follows:

· Grandfathering

· Mapping Updates

· Decorative Street Lights/Horizontal Clearance to Traffic Lights

· Pole Attachment Application Form

· Standardized meaning of terms

· PacifiCorp Field Training Guide
Grandfathering   John Wallace stated that the OPUC Safety Staff had an issue with Pacific Power’s Grandfathering Matrix (EXHIBIT A).  There is a meeting scheduled for the 26th and everything should be resolved prior to the next Standards Committee meeting.  The resolution would involve amending the Matrix.  Gary Putnam recalled that communications entities might also have an issue specific to them.  Chair Payne encouraged communications companies to participate in the Matrix discussion.  Grandfathering was identified as the Committee’s top priority.  
Mapping Updates   Dave Chaney indicated that he needed more data for missing entities and updated data from CenturyLink.  He suggested sending out an updated copy of the solicitation letter to those entities with missing or out-of-date data.  Gary Putnam asked who was using the map.  Scott Wheeler answered that any company running fiber, for example, would need to know whose facilities would be affected.  Dave Chaney agreed that any new contractor would need to refer to the map.  Inspection data would also be useful to assist with collaboration efforts.  Scott Wheeler indicated that it was also very useful for pole transfers.  Chair Payne asked who was directing new entities to the map and if it is accessible to all on the OJUA website.  Chair Payne noted that the maps were useful but it was a difficult task to keep contacts current.  Maps are accessible to anyone visiting the OJUA web page.  Following some discussion regarding the history and use of the mapping project, the Committee agreed not to make the project a top priority for 2013, but to perhaps pursue at a future date.

Decorative Streetlights   Committee members discussed reasons for making this issue a priority topic since it interferes with clearance.  Scott Wheeler suggested that an educational piece might be in order for presentation to cities.  Chair Payne suggested that the Committee take a proposal to the Executive Committee suggesting that an education and outreach effort to cities would be beneficial.  Tom McGowan agreed and recommended that the Chair bring the request for deliverables to the Executive Committee.  Those deliverables might outline a plan to address how best to get training and information to cities.   The Committee agreed that the streetlights issue should be in the top 3 priorities. 
Pole attachment Application Form   Chair Payne reported that he has a generic form if one is needed.  Following a short discussion, the Committee agreed that the issue should be removed from the list of Committee priorities.   
Standardized Terms    The Committee discussed the standardized meaning of terms (i.e. imminent danger, hazardous conditions)   OPUC staff had provided some clarification.  The Committee agreed to restate the language of the Administrative Rules and put this issue to bed. 
PacifiCorp Field Training Guide   Committee members discussed whether the Standards Committee had been charged with coming up with a standardized training guide?  Following discussion the Committee agreed to drop this issue from the list of Committee priorities.   

Dave Chaney asked if the Committee wished to create a second tier of priorities such as inspection standards, codes, quick reference cards, etc.   Committee members declined at this time. 
Next Meeting

It was agreed that the Committee would continue to meet the third Wednesday of every other month.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, January 16, 10:00 a.m.
